Replace and secure the socket screws,
washers and nuts, ensuring orientation 1s as shown.

9) Relocate the door and refit the securing chain to
the body.

4} Push the door closed and lock using the key provided

5) Regular cleaning is essential

water and thurﬂu?hly rinsed. WD 40 or an equivalent product is recommended for the removal of any light staining that may
