OPENING YOUR NEXUS 100

Using the finger lip at the front 
of the lid, lift the lid upwards

Lift the lid to the upright 
position until the lid is held by 
the stay feature. 

Tilt the door forward until the 
door is held in the open 
position.

USING THE SACK RETENTION DEVICE

Once the door is tilted 
forward the sack retention 
band is exposed.

Install the correct size sack 
(406 x 727 x 1093mm- 
available from Glasdon) by 
firstly hooking onto the 
retention lugs  at the front of 
the door.

Fold the sack around the sack 
retention band so the sack is 
held securely then close the 
door followed by the lid.
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Firstly pivot the door 
backwards into the original 
position.

Pivot the lid forward so it 
locates over the door to 
secure the unit.

The Confidential Paper model 
comes complete with a push 
lock which is located at the 
front of the unit. With the lid 
shut, push the lock centre to 
lock the unit (the lock is 
available as an optional extra 
on all models).

CLOSING YOUR NEXUS 100
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EMPTYING YOUR NEXUS 100

Open the unit as detailed in 
section 1 to 3.

Should the contents be light 
in weight (i.e. cans or plastic 
bottles) the contents may be 
lifted from the unit.

Two casters are located at 
the front of the door which 
allow it to be tilted and 
wheeled from the body 
providing excellent access 
to the contents and for 
cleaning.

The contents can now be 
removed from the door safely 
without the need for lifting.

The door comes complete 
with a drip tray to collect any 
spills and is removable for 
ease of cleaning. 

The door can now be utilised 
to transport heavy waste (i.e. 
paper a short distance to a 
collection area.
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OPENING YOUR NEXUS CUP BANK

Using the finger lip at the front 
of the lid, lift the lid upwards.

Lift the lid to the upright 
position until the lid is held by 
the stay feature. 

Tilt the door forward until the 
door is held in the open 
position.

USING THE CUP STACKING TUBES

The door and lid remain in the 
open position exposing the 
stacking tubes.

Insert the correct sack size 
(800mm x 1000mm- available 
from Glasdon) by lowering 
between the two halves of 
the stacking tubes.

The door is now pivoted back 
clamping the sack between 
the stacking tubes.

Once the door is in the 
closed position, secure the 
sack with the use of the sack 
retention clips.

Ensuring the sack is open in all 
the stacker tubes, return the 
lid to the closed position.

EMPTYING YOUR NEXUS CUP BANK

Firstly pivot the lid upwards 
until it is held in the upright 
position.

Remove the sack from the 
sack retention clips at the 
front and rear.

The door can now be 
wheeled from the unit 
allowing the inside of the unit 
to be easily cleaned.
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The door comes complete 
with a drip tray to collect any 
spills and is removable for 
ease of cleaning.

EMPTYING YOUR SIDE POD RESERVOIR

With the main lid open use 
the finger grip at the front of 
the funnel to lift.

The reservoir has a large 
opening and is easily cleaned 
with warm soapy water.

Use the spout to ensure the 
reservoir is emptied easily and 
neatly.

The funnel is then removed 
from the side pod for ease of 
access and cleaning.

Using the handle on the 
reservoir, remove from the 
side pod to empty.

Return the reservoir and 
funnel to complete the 
emptying procedure.

EMPTYING YOUR SIDE POD BIN

The side pod bin is opened in 
the same manner as the 
reservoir.
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Remove the trim using the 
finger grip located at the 
front.

Remove the 8ltr liner for 
emptying and cleaning. 
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From the rear of the bin 
remove the upper two 
stacking tube fixing screws 
using a screwdriver (keep the 
screws to hand).

With all five screws fully 
tightened your sign carrier is 
secured and ready for use.

ATTACHING YOUR SIGN KIT TO A NEXUS 100 

After opening the unit and 
removing the door. Position 
the sign carrier at the rear of 
the unit and align the five 
fixing holes.

From the inside of the unit 
attach the sign carrier to your 
Nexus 100 with the use of the 
five screws provided.

The stacking tubes can now 
be pivoted forward to reveal 
the fixing points for the sign.
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ATTACHING YOUR SIGN KIT TO A NEXUS CUP BANK

Now the sign is attached to 
the unit the stacking tubes 
must be re attached. Locate 
the tab on the stacking tubes 
with the main unit.

From the rear of the unit re 
attach the tubes using the 
screws removed in step 42.

Using the 5 screws provided 
screw the sign to the unit as 
shown.

Line up the sign with the 5 
fixing points on the unit.
